REQUEST FOR THE CONTINUATION OF STATUTORY MEASURES:

REGISTRATION, RECORDS AND RETURNS IN RESPECT OF

MAIZE, WINTER CEREALS, SORGHUM AND OILSEEDS
The current statutory measures with regard to the registration of collaborators and the submitting of monthly information to SAGIS, will expire on 30 April 2008. To enable SAGIS to continue its functions, SAGIS requested that the relevant statutory measures be continued for a further period of 8 years, to lapse on 30 April 2016.  

The Minister of Agriculture referred the request to the National Agricultural Marketing Council to investigate the possible continuation of the relevant statutory measures and to report back to her within 60 days. 
It is envisaged that explanatory notes regarding the proposed continuation of the statutory measures will also be published in the Government Gazette of 9 November 2007 for further information, if required.
